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As in many areas, Muslim Scientists have immensely contributed to development of medical science, as well as living up to today’s standards. In The Middle Age, defined as Dark Age in the West, Islamic Civilization rose up, enlightening the whole world in every term. Our libraries have been acting as a witness as a rich source of these manuscripts written by those science pioneers. Some of these have been unearthed, but most of them are waiting to be unraveled.

Islamic sun, rising up in The Arabian Peninsula in the sixth century, started illuminating Anatolia after Manzikert (Malazgirt) Victory and since then the sparkles of this light has been enlightening all of us.  İbni Sina, known as Avicenna in Western sources, Zahravi, known as Abulkasis, Er Razi known as Rhasis and Şerafettin Sabuncuoğlu, are some of the examples, who can be regarded as the light beams of these sparkles. Madrasahs, observatories, and social complexes (külliye), as well as hospitals, mental hospitals and pharmacies, which gave applied medical training, are the outstanding institutions coming out of those sparkles of this civilization in the field of medicine. Necmettin İlgazi Hospital (1108) in Mardin, Gevher Nesibe Hospital (1206) in Kayseri, İzzettin Keykavus Hospital (1217) in Sivas are some examples from Seljuk Empire period. Yıldırım Hospital (1400) in Bursa, Fatih Hospital (1470) in Istanbul, Bayezid the Second Hospital (1484) in Edirne,  some other hospitals in Istanbul such as Haseki Sultan (1550), Süleymaniye (1553), Atik Valide (1582), Sultan Ahmet (1609) are examples from Ottoman Period. Topkapı Palace, centre of administration and living centre, embodying six hospitals (Enderun Hospital, Cariyeler Hospital, Baltacı Hospital, Bostancı Hospital and two other recorded hospitals) indicates that Ottomans had invested on medicine and progressed as well as in many other fields. In this NAAMA convention, which will be held in Istanbul, the contributions of Islamic Civilization to contemporary medicine will be presented in the light of historical documents and remaining historical structures.
